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WHAT IS A REFLEXIVE PRONOUN?

Reflexive pronouns are words that end in -self (when in singular form) and -selves (when in plural form) and
are only applied whenever the subject and the object of a sentence are similar (for example, | did it by
myself.) A reflective pronoun can function as a direct or indirect object.

In English grammar, reflexive pronouns are categorized into two singular and plural.
