present perfect + for / since

They've known each other for ten years.

Julia has had that bag since she was at
university.

We use the present perfect + for or since with non-action verbs
(e.g. like, have, know, etc.) to talk about something which started
in the past and is still true now.
They've known each other for ten years. ( = they met ten years
ago and they still know each other today)

e We use How long...7 + present perfect to ask about an unfinished
period of time (from the past until now).

e We use for + a period of time, e.g. for two weeks, or since + a
point of time, e.g. since 7990.

e Don't use the present simple with for / since, NOT They know
each other for a long time.

present perfect continuous + for / since

They've been going out together for about three years.
