Instrumental case: Use & functions

1. Instrument of an action. The object used to perform an action
is expressed in instrumental. This case answers the questions “"Kem?”
(With whom?) or “4em?" (With what?)

Example: 8 nuwy KpacHbiM KapaHgawomM. (Yem?)

Pay attention: When saying which object we are using to do something,
we don’t use any preposition in Russian. In English we have to use
“with” (I write with a red pencil), but in Russian it is enough to say
“red pencil” in instrumental, without adding any preposition.

2. Time expressions. Some time expressions require instrumental.
They answer the question "Korga?" (When?). These are some of the
words that we often see in instrumental: 3umMa, BecHa, néTo, oceHb,
[eHb, HOUb, Béuep and yTpo

Example: Mbi 66111 B MockBé npoLunon BecHoi. (Korpa?)

3. Instead of an adverb. Instead of an adverb, in Russian sometimes
we can use the construction “c + instrumental®. These are the most

frequently used expressions:

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4. With certain verbs: We will see now some verbs that are often
used with instrumental. It doesnt mean that they are always used
with instrumental. For example 6uiTb (to be) can be seen in all kinds
of contexts and phrases, and, in some of them, it uses instrumental.
To better understand the use of the instrumental case, you will find
an example for each verb.

Verbs MOYb and YMETD are translated similarly into English by the verb CAN. But
in the Russian language there is a considerable difference between these verbs.

The verb YMETH is used when you need to speak about acquired skills, something that
a person has studied and now knows how to do (a more accurate translation would be “to know
how™). For example, if your little son learned to walk independently, you will say in Russian:

Mol cBIH yKe yMeeT XO/IUTE.
If he learned to speak. you will say in Russian:
Moii cbIH yiKe yMeeT TOBOPHTh.

Unlike the verb VMETH the verb MOYb indicates ability or inability to make an action
depending on objective circumstances or a situation. For example,

The Russian way to say «l must .../ | have to...» and «l should...»

There are no modal verbs in Russian. To express the necessity/importance of an action in
Russian you would use a special form instead of the English construction «I must ...../ I have to
.....» «nomxen» for masculine. «momrHa» for feminine, «momxHo» for neuter and «10TKHEI» for
plural.

In a lot of cases, the English modal verb «should» is also translated with the Russian
((IOTDKeHY», «IOJLKHA», «IO/DKHO», «IO/DKHBD), e.g.. when you make a supposition or issue a

warning. Sometimes the translation with «must/have to» or «should» just depends on the context.
M1 nomKHBI paboTaTh. We have to work.
Harama! Tr He Do/KHaA Tak ZyMarte. Natasha!l You shouldn’t think so.

JleTu 107KHBI OBITH B IIIKOJIE. Children must go to school.
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To form the past tense we add the verb «&viTh» to the respective form. For example:

M&r He 1o KHBI OBUTH 3TO A€IaTh. We shouldn’t have done this.
/ We did not have to do that.

To form the future tense it is not necessary to use a form of the verb «6srte». For example:
