American indigenous cultures. They
are carved in stone, precious gems,
coral, shells and other materials,
North American Indians believe tha
fetishes have magical powers and
give people protection at different
momentsin life.

hand-carved figurcs are considered

dilferent fetishes made by various
indigenous peoples, the ones
created by the Zuni people are the
most admired.

The Zuni tribe lives in New Mexico,
in the United States, where they

Mountain lion - Seen as having
leadership skills and as being

Bear - Associaed with strength,
introspeetion and sell-knowledge.
