The word "blog” wasn't until 1997. It is short for "WebLog" (web log), a
name by Jorn Barger in December of that year. Now the number of
active bloggers is to be about 100 million worldwide, and Justin
Hall has been “the founding father of personal blogging” by The New

York Times.
