Have you ever tried playing the kind of video games
that your parents played? The Museum of Science in
Manchester, in the UK, has held an exhibition for the
last few years, which invites visitors to do exactly that.
It offers them the chance to play games from the last

These video games sessions have now become one of
the main attractions of the museum.
