Simple Present Tense Pattern

Example of Simple Present Tense

Positive (+):
S + verb-1/ be (am/is/are)

A tiger eats meat.

The children are naughty.

Negative (-):

« S+ be (am/is/are) + not

A tiger doesn’t eat fruits and vegetables.

» S+ auxiliary (do/does) + not + Verb 1

The children aren’t naughty.

Interrogative (Yes/No Question) (?):
« do/does+S+verb1
« be (am/is/are) + S

Are the children naughty? (Yes, they are/

No, they are not)
