Where do people’s personalities come from?
Many people agree that our personalities are a
combination of nature, or genetics from our
parents, and nurture, or the social environment
in which we grow up. But how much of our
personalities come from nature and how much
come from nurture?

To answer this question, scientists are very
interested in studying identical twins who did
not grow up together. In these cases, the twins
have the same genetics (nature), but different
environments (nurture).
