Negative (Phii dinh)

(a) I have not (haven't) seen Tom
since lunch.

(b) Ann has not (hasn't) eaten for
several hours.

NEGATIVE: have/has + not + past participle
NEGATIVE CONTRACTIONS: have + not = haven't
has + not = hasn't
Phu dinh: have/has + not + qua khir phan tir
Dang rit gon cia Phi dinh: have + not = haven't
has + not = hasn't

QUESTION: have/has + subject + past
participle
Nghi van: have/has + chu ngir + qua khir phan tir.

(f) - Have you ever met a famous
person?

- No, I've never met a famous person.

In (f): ever=in your lifetime; from the time
you were born to the present moment.
Questions with ever frequently use the
present perfect.

When answering questions with ever,
speakers often use never. Never is
frequently used with the present perfect.

In the answer to (f), the speaker is saying:
"No, I haven't met a famous person from the
time I was born to the present moment."
