difficult for you.

If you get used to something, you become accustomed to it; it is no longer unusual or strange.
Get used to is the process of becoming used to something.

Living abroad was a shock at first, but I'm slowly getting used to it.

Used to + verb infinitive refers to a habit or state in the past. It is used only in the past simple
tense.

Past habits

If you used to do something, you did it for a period of time in the past, but you don't do it any
more.

We used to live in London.
= We lived in London in the past, but don't live there now.

| used to walk to school every day when | was a child.

Past states

We also say used to to express a state that existed in the past but doesn't exist now. States are
not actions. We express states with stative verbs such as have, believe, know and like.

| used to like The Beatles, but now | never listen to them.
He used to have long hair, but now it's very short.

| used to believe in magic when | was a child.
