Meanwhile, he (be) dllowed to run his Empire from captivity. One
of his First orders was the execution of Huascar, who (be)
butchered by his captors ot Andamarca, not far From Cajomarca He
ordered the execution when he was told by the Spanish that they

(want) to see Huascar. Fearing that his brother would make some sort
of dedl with the Spanish Atahualpa (order) his death
Meanwhile, in Cuzco, Quisquis was exer:.u|+ir‘|r:1r all of the members of
Huascar's Pamily and any nobles who had Guppor"fed him.
