A Windy Pine
The ski and snowboard runs here are
high in the mountains so you can be
sure of lots of good snow, but they
are extremely challenging and only
for the expert. Skiers can relax after
dark in a number of small bars and
restaurants. The airport is a two-hour
bus ride away.

C lce Mountain
Come to this beautiful spot if you're new
to the sport. Try out easy ski runs under
the instruction of gualified teachers - their
services are reasenably priced and many
speak several languages including English.
Classes are for adults only. Guesthouses
provide accommodation with breakfast
and evening meals.

G Mount David
There's good open skiing here,
without too many twists and
turns, making it suitable for
intermediate skiers. Equipment
hire is expensgive. Accommodation
is of a high standard and there
are excellent restaurants, but
prices are high, The airport
isn't far away.

This centre is family-friendly with lots of
sporting activities for children, but there
isn't much to interest advanced skiers.
Although there's seldom a lack of snow
on Mount Brock, it can be cloudy so that
the scenery is hidden. Access is by road.

Eagle’s Nest

There’s skiing in this area for skiers of all
abilities, with special classes for children, but
snowboarders aren’t welcome. Accommodation
is in comfortable holiday apartments with
balconies, where non-skiers can enjoy the fine
weather surrcunded by wonderful mountain
views, There’s a good bus service from the
centre to the nearest train station.

Rose Valley

This area has much to offer, both to skiers with
Iittle or no experience and to those wanting
challenging and exciting skiing. Ski instructors
speak French and German, Some slopes are
reserved for snowboarders. There's lively
nightlife but the weather can be unrefiable.
Access to the area is by rail,

Fairview

This historic mountain town has much
for visitors to see. The slopes don't
attract expert skiers, but are suitable
for those wishing to improve their basic
skills. English-speaking instructors
charge a lot, but hiring equipment

is very reasonable. This centre isn't
recommended for children. The airport
is nearby.

I've enjoyed all the parts I've played, especially people
who aren’t very nice, such as Alan, the politician I played
in the TV comedy series The New Statesman. Some
people loved him, but there were others who were against
the programme because they thought it was wrong to
make jokes about politics on television. I haven't seen
that series for years. I don't think they could repeat it
because many of the jokes were from that time.

It's about a family who meet to celebrate a birthday,
and all kinds of things happen - things that could happen to anyone, anywhere.,
That's why its so funny.

I really liked playing the part of Henri because in some ways his character is
similar to mine. Henri’s a bit of a loner and behaves very badly at times. 1 was
delighted when the authors of the play saw it and congratulated me, saying 1
was exactly as they’d imagined Henri. Although the play s a comedy, it contains
serious messages, such as how thoughtless people can be. It's very true to life
and that's why I like it.
