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Grammar:

There's a living room
and there's a bathroom.
There are two beds in the bedroom.
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Thereis .../ There are. ... (affirmative)

We use There is (for one thing) to say what exists. But we use There are for more than
one thing.

There is a pen on the book.
There are photos on the desk.

Note: There is ashort form: Thereis = There’s
