Cafe Carlyle

Come to the ground floor of the famous Carlyle Hotel to visit the Café
Carlyle. It's particulariy worth going on Monday nights — not only will
you hear jazz from the Eddy Davis New Orleans Jazz Band, but you
will also hear the famous film director Woody Allen play with them. As
well as being a director, Woody Allen is also a jazz musician, Sets at
9:30. The venue holds only 90 and is often sold out, soit's a good idea
1o book ahead. But it isn't cheap — tickets startat $50.
