Present Perfect vs Past Simple

Past Simple (Aux: @ @ DID + Verb INF)

FORM: Verb (Past) = 2™ column (irregular)
Verb -ED (regular)

USE: to talk about finished things in a
finished past time.

Present Perfect (Aux: © @ @ HAVE/HAS)

FORM: |, you, we, they + HAVE + Past Part.
he, she, it + HAS + Past Participle

USE: to talk about things from the past
related to the present or not

KEYWORDS: Yesterday, last night, in 2012, specifying when they happened.

three weeks ago, when... KEYWORDS: ever/never, for, since, yet, ...
