We use 'ever' with the present perfect to ask questions about experiences. We use
'never' with the present perfect to answer questions about experiences that we have

not had. * Use “ever” in questions and “never” in answers.

Example: A: Have you ever met a famous person?
B: Yes, I have met a famous person. / No, I have never met a famous person.
