If the noun ends in -5, -sh, ~ch, -z, or -», we add -es.

bus — hurses class — clagsses dish —» dishes

church = churches watch =» watches box=-» boxes
If the noun ends in -o, we add -5 or sometimes -es5.
photo = photos potato = potatoes

If the noun ends in a consonant + -y, we change -y

o -ies.

party =» parties

If the noun ends in a vowwel + -y we add -s.

holiday = holidays

If the noun ends in -for -fe, we change -f or -fe to -ves.
shelf = chelves
