How to ask wh-questions when there is a preposition after the
verb:

1. Begin your question with a wh-word or phrase that refers to the
unknown information .

2. Putthe auxiliary verb before the [SUBJEEE, and leave the
preposition after the verb (often at the end of the question):

They're E00E] for a phone number .
What are [Ehey E=EE00E] for?
