Inflected Endings

Often, a singular noun can be changed to its plural form by adding the inflected
ending -s, -es, or -ies. Follow these spelling rules when adding inflected endings.

e Add -s to most words.
¢ Add -es to words that end in ch, sh, ss, or x.
* For words that end in y, change the y to an i, then add -es.
