Shorter telegrams were cheaper, 50
people invented codes and abbreviations in order to
use fewer words.

In 1893, text massaging arrivad. Text massagas
didn't use to be easy to type and there used to be
& character limit, so people invented emoticons,

like :-) and abbreviations, like LOL (laughing out
loud). In 1998, Shigetaka Kurita, a Japanese
designer, invented emojis. At first, you could only
use emoijis on a few devices, but most smartphones
and tablets could read them by 2011, and they
quickly became popular.
