Despite its name, it's not part of the global Carnival
season before Lent. It was started in 1965 by London’s
West Indian community, many of whom live in the
Notting Hill area in West London. The Carnival has
remained true to its Caribbean roots and there are
numerous bands and floats, and thousands of people in
wonderful costumes who dance to Calypso music for
hours. The Carnival takes place on the last Sunday and
Monday of August. Bank Holiday Monday sees the main

parade. In the evening the floats
leave the streets in procession

and people continue the festivities
at the many carnival after-parties.
