We use the present simple to talk about things we do
every day, and we use it with these time expresions:
« always / usually / sometimes / often / never
« once / twice / three times a day/ a month / a year
s every day

> S Monday / Tdessay / Satutday We use the present continuous

to talk about the things we are doing at
the moment of speaking and we use it with these
time expressions: now, today, right now, at the
moment.

In affirmative sentences, we have to write an "s" when
the subject is he/she/it:

| sometimes play the piano.

You / We / They work five times a week.

< Are you / we / they listening to the teacher?
Do 1/ you / we / they have coffee for breakfast? Is he / she / it sitting on the sofa?
