The  Puritan  Pilgrims
sailed to America across
the Atlantic ocean in a
ship called “Mayflower”.

In spring, the pilgrims met
a native American called
Squanto. He and his tribe
helped them to plant corn,
to fish and to hunt the
turkey.

In the autumn of 1621, the
Pilgrims had their 1st
harvest. They organised a
thanksgiving feast and
invited their friends, the
Wampanoag tribe.
