Present Simple and Present Continuous

A: | (think) about changing my hair.

B: But it (look) so good! What (you/want) to do with it?

Al (think) it looks really boring. | (want) to dye it a bright

color! Check this out! | (look) at some Instagram pictures to get ideas.

B: No, please, don't do that! | (hate) bright-colored hair! Besides, it (ruin)
your hair.

Past Simple and Present Perfect Simple and Continuous.

A: Roger! There you are! | (look) for you all morning!
B: Oh, I'm sorry. | (help) the new neighbors move in. It took hours! We
(justfinish) ;
A: Really? | (not/know) we had new neighbors! When (they/arrive)

B: That's because you (never/like) talking to your neighbors. You never

know who's living next door to you!

A: Yes, | do! Mrs Johnson (live) upstairs for about 20 years now.

B: Um... Mrs Johnson (die) three years ago.

Past Simple, Past Continuous and Past Perfect.

A: So, you (decide) to change your career path two years ago, right?
B: That's right.
A: How long (you/work} at an office before you (make)
the big change?

B: | (do) a data entry job for 16 years. But then one day, | (have)

dinner, when my best friend (call) me. She said they
needed a replacement for their main singer in her band. | (always/like)
singing, but | (never/do) it professionally.
A: So, (you/sing) with the band that night, just like that?
B: No, we had a couple of rehearsals, first. | had to get to know the songs, and stuff. Anyway,
after that first concert, | (make) the choice to devote my life to music.

Future Tenses: Going to, Present Continuous, WILL and Present Simple.

A: Do you have any plans for the weekend?

B: Well, | (study) for the finals. | (sit) for 4 exams next
week.

A: Oh, that’s right! Do you think you (pass) ?

B: I don't know. | mean, I'm sure | (do) alright in Maths. But | don't know
about History. | just don't think | (have) the time to read everything.

A: Oh, | love History! | (help) you study!

B: Really?

A: Yes, definitely! Let's see. Tomorrow | (meet) some friends at the park. But |

can go on Sunday.

B: Great! There's a train that (leave) at 6:15 on Sundays. So, it (arrive)
at my station at around 6:45.
