After that he had a lot of different jobs and in 1930 he became a service
station manager in Corbin, Kentucky. He started cooking meals for hungry travellers who
stopped at the service station, and soon people came only for the food. Harland moved to

next nine years he developed the secret chicken recipe that made him famous.

~in 1980, aged 90. Six years later PepsiCo bought KFC for $840 million. There are now KFC
restaurants in more than 80 countries and they sell 2.5 billion chicken dinners every year -
