We use the -ing form after these verbs: can’t stand, consider,
don’t mind, enjoy, hate, like, love, miss, prefer, spend (time):
| hate wearing a suit and a tie.

We use the to-infinitive after these verbs: agree, can't afford,
choose, decide, hope, manage, need, pretend, refuse, want,
would like, would prefer.
