Voiceless consonants: /p/, [/k/, It{/, 0/, s/, Ifl, Ih, [/l
Examples: stopped, asked, reached, teethed, passed, boxed,
finigshed, sniffed, laughed

3. All other verbs: add [/dl
Examples: robbed, mugged, breathed, received, realised, nudged,

boomed, fined, banged, travelled, occurred
