. If + present simple wwss) will/can/may + bare infinitive
or imperative

It shows sth possible to happen in the future

e.g. If you see him, will you tell him to call me?/tell him to call me.

. If + past simple s would/could/might +bare infinitive
It shows sth unlikely/impossible to happen, or sth unreal, imaginary,
contrary to reality in the present/future

e.g. If I were you, I would certainly try to find a solution.

If + past perfect mss=p would/could/might + have + past participle
It shows sth contrary to reality in the past

e.g. If he had been more careful he wouldn't have burnt the omelet.

. If + past perfect m) would/could/might +bare infinitive

Mixed conditional: It shows sth contrary to reality, combining the past
with the present

e.g. If it hadn't snowed last night, the roads wouldn't be blocked today.
