Conan Doyle
based Holmes's personality on one of his university professors.

The Sherlock Holmes stories soon became very popular, but in 1893, Conan
Doyle became tired of his detective, and decided to “kill" him. Finally, in 1901,
Conan Doyle brought him back in a new story, The Hound of the Baskervilles. He explained that Holmes
did not die in the Reichen bach Falls, but miraculously survived. Conan Doyle died on July 7, 1930, but
Sherlock Holmes continues to live both in the stories and in many movie versions. Recently, he was the
inspiration for the character Dr. Gregory House in the TV series House, MD.
