During the week of tabuik, many activities are held including kiterace and other traditional
activities.

On the appointed day,all participants of the ceremony gather in the
centre of the city. All govemment officialsalso attended this colossal ceremony in West Surnatra.

OneTabuik was carried by 40 people. Behind Tabuik, a group of people wearing
traditional clothes carry various of percussion.
