We also use enough alone (without a noun or adjective):
We don't need more money. We have enough.

A Compare too ...and not ... enough:

(= more than is necessary)
You're lazy. You don’t work hard enough.
(= less than is necessary)

Compare too much/many and enough:
There's too much furniture in this room. There's not enough space.
There were too many people and not enough chairs.

Does Joe have enough experience for the job?
This bag isn’t big enough for all my clothes.
That shirt is too small for you. You need a larger size.

We say enough/too ... to dosomething. Forexample:
Does Joe have enough experience to do the job?
Let’s get a taxi. It's too far to walk home from here.
She's not old enough to have a driving licence.
