Present Perfect Continuous

She's been looking for a present for weeks. (focus on the
activity)

I've been taking photos of all the cases,

{focus on the ongoing action)

For and since

I've been looking for a cool case for my tablet for ages.
I've been very busy since Amy’s birthday.

Note: with state verbs (know; understand, etc ), we only use

the Present Perfect Simple.
