It’s a brilliant series about
Phillip Island, an island off the coast of Australia which is home to thousands of Little Penguins. These penguins are very
small — the smallest in the world and they make their homes and lay their eggs a few hundred metres from the beach.

(called chicks) every night.

Now people can come to the island, watch the penguins on the beach and hopefully want to help them. When the
penguins return with their food, they have to walk the few hundred metres to their homes. This walk is called the
Penguin Parade! So, people can still enjoy watching the penguins, but they don't live close to them anymore. In the last
programme we will learn about Tilda, a young female chick. Will her parents come back with food or will she have to go
and swim for the first time to find some?
