If you needed something you had to
make it vourself. For example, if vou needed something to wear, vou had to kill an animal
and get its coat. If you were a good hunter and had a lot of coats, you could exchange them
for other things vou needed. You could get meat, fruit or an axe. This way of exchanging
things 1s called barter.

Later on, people began to use money. They made money from things which would last not go
bad easily.
