How to describe a person: Physical appearance

Describing a face

The first thing you see when looking at another person is their face. There are many parts of
it = eyes, nose, hair, eyebrows, cheeks, etc. And you can use countless adjectives to
describe them all. Here is the list of words you can use to mention every part of someone’s
face:

Face: round, oval, square, triangle, long, freckled, rosy, puffy.

Eyes: hooded, round, almond-shaped, deep/close/wide set.

Eyebrows: shaggy, thin, plucked, arched, soft arch, high arch, thick.
Eyelashes: long, short, straight, curled, false.

Nose: humped, pointed, sharp, straight, snub, aquiline, turned up.
Cheeks: hollow, chubby.

Mouth: firm, big, full-lipped, small, lopsided, toothless.

Hair: blonde, brunette, dark, light, curly, straight, redhead, smooth, silky.
