There are other ways to express conditions beside using /f. We can use as / so long as, provided /

providing (that), even if, in case, and unless.

Form

Use

Use as long as and so long as to mean "only if." It
emphasizes the condition. So fong as is slightly more
formal than as fong as.

Use provided (that) and providing (that) in the same way
you use as and so long as. Provided / Providing (that) is
slightly more formal than so long as.

Use even if to emphasize that something will happen,
would happen, or would have happened whatever the
condition.

Use in case to talk about things you should do to prepare
for a possible future event. It tends be used for first
conditionals and with imperatives.

Use wnless to mean “if ... not” or "except if." It is not
used for impossible situations, so is not used in the third

as long as you agree with everything he
says,
