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PART II: How to formulate an appropriate research paper title?

Read the following tips (Leer los siguientes consejos para la escritura de un titulo)
TIP 1: Indicate accurately the subject and scope of the study.

TIP 2: Use keywords and current nomenclature from the field of study.

TIP 3: Avoid using abbreviations.

TIP 4: Limit your title to 10 to 15 substantive words.

TIP 5: Do not include "study of," "analysis of" or similar constructions.

TIP 6: Titles are usually in the form of a phrase, but can also be in the form of a question. In academic
papers, rarely is a title followed by an exclamation mark.

TIP 7: Use correct grammar and capitalization with all first words and last words capitalized. All
nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives, and adverbs that appear between the first and last words of the title
are also capitalized.

TIP 8: Do not include a period at the end—your title is NOT a sentence.
