@ Reported questions have the same tense and word changes as reported statements.

e Common reporting verbs/phrases in questions are ask and want to know.

They asked me what | was doing. She wanted to know where Jack was.

@ When we report a yes/no question, we use iffwhether after the reporting verb:
‘Do you speak French? -> She asked me if | spoke French.
Are you coming? - He asked her whether she was coming.

® When we report a wh- question, we use the question word: ‘Where’s the station?” >
She wanted to know where the station was.

@ The word order in reported questions is the same as in sfatements. We don’t use the
auxiliary do/does/did: ‘Where are you going?" > He asked me where | was going.

(Not He-asked me-where was1going.) ‘Do you like swimming?’ = She asked me
if 1 liked swimming. (Not She-asked-me-did-Hikeswimming:) ‘What do you want
to do?’ = They asked me what | wanted to do. (Not They-asked-me-what-did-1-want
to do.)

® We don't use a question mark (?) in reported questions.
