The Trans-Siberian Railway journey is one of the most amazing train journeys in the world. It is not only one of the most
famous railways in the world but it is also the longest.

The train is very comfortable. It has two or four-bed compartments, with first-class as an option. Food and drink are
sold both on the train and at each stop. There is also a dining car. For the best trip, try to travel in the spring or autumn
because the weather is better then and look out for great offers. The cheapest ticket is around £300. But at the top end
of the scale, if you have more money to spend, you can take a two-week guided tour from London for about £9,000.
