Anyone who visits leju Island knows about the haenyeo, the
women who dive for seafood. This is a traditional job that
women on Jeju Island have done for years, but it is not easy.
The women dive for seven hours a day, in cold water, all year
round. Many of these women continue to work in their 70s
and B0s. They enjoy it and it makes them feel good.

In the past, mothers and grandmothers taught their daughters
how to dive and they wore only thin cotton clothes. Now,
they have thick wetsuits to keep them warm, but this job was
becoming less popular. This is because young women on Jeju
Island were choosing to move off the island to go to college or to
find other kinds of work.

In 2016, the United Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO) put the haenyeo on a list of important
cultures.
