If)rou want to buy things in the United States, you use dollars (délares). But

if you are planning to travel to a Hispanic country, you will have to find out what
the national currency is. Hispanic countries share a common language and some
common cultural traits, but they are far from similar. One of the things they don't
share is their currency. Even in countries where the currency has the same name, it
does not have the same value. Below are the names of the monetary units of some
Spanish-speaking countries.

If you go shopping in a Spanish-speaking country, you may see labels like these in
a store window: 30,25; 4,50; 21,15. If they look strange, it's because Spanish uses a
comma where English uses a period, and vice versa. One thousand in Spanish is
1.000.
