(Ban ndi gi voi anh ta hom qua?)
To be | Wh question + was/were + S + (not) +...” How was your day yesterday?

(Ngay hém qua ctia ban nhir thé nao?)

Note: V.inr = verb infinitive: dong tir nguyén thé; V2 = past irregular verbs: dong tir qua khir bat quy tac
