Mystery shopper

A Rita Adams (not her real name) has an interesting job, but she's not allowed to tell anyone about it in real life: ‘I'm a
Mystery Shopper. That means that if | go shopping or go to a restaurant for a meal, people think that I'm a normal customer,
but actually I'm there to check that everything's OK.'

B Rita is paid by the company that owns the restaurant or shop. ‘Large companies want to know what's happening in their
business, but it's difficult for them fo find out what the service is like or if the tables are clean, because if a manager visits,
everyone will make a special effort.’ Most companies want to know what things are like for a normal customer — that's why
Rita's job is so important. ‘If | go to a restaurant, |'ll check the time it takes for the food to arrive and if the table is clean. | also
make sure the waiters say what they're supposed to say.’

C Although Rita looks for things that are wrong with a place, she likes it when staff are doing a good job. ‘| can usually find
problems, but | really like it when | get good service. Sometimes a member of staff is very good at their job and they do
everything they can for me as the customer. In my job, we call that “going the extra mile™.’
