The Missing Mona Lisa

With some quick, clear thinking, Geri agreed,
but said the director of the Uffizi would want
to see the painting first. They decided to meet
in Perugia's hotel room the next day.

After leaving, Geri contacted the police.

Geri went to Perugia's hotel the following
day, and Perugia showed him the Mona Lisa.
The police then entered, and Perugia was
arrested.

Italy before it was returned to the Louvre later
that year.
