Character’s motives

CHARACTER AND POINT OF VIEW

Is how he or she views events
based on his or her experiences
and emotions

Is a person or an animal in a
literary world.

Is the perspective from which
the story is told.

Are the individual qualities that
make each character unique.

The narrator is not a character
in the story, uses third person
pronouns (he and she).

Are the emotions or goals that
drive him or her to actin a
certain way.

The narrator is a character who
participates in the action and
uses first-person pronouns (I
and me)
