After
hours of listing, the ship went down. The 2,400-ton vessel
was carrying 100 tourists in addition to a crew of 50 but
ho injuries were reported.

A drill will be held to familiarize passengers with their
assembly stations, with their life-saving equipment and with
emergency procedures. All passengers must attend this drill.
Passengers will be taught how fo act and behave in case of
emergency.

When the general emergency alarm is sounded, which consists
of seven short blasts and one prolonged blast, all passengers
have to go to their assembly station. Take your lifejackets and
blankets with you. Lifejackets are stored in your cabins under
your beds and at your assembly stations. You are encouraged
to try on your lifejacket.
