There are different ideas about how the Rapa Nui people moved the moai. Some historians
think the ancestors used ropes and wood and pulled the statues along the ground. The
scientist and writer Jared Diamond thinks that many people moved the statues. He also
thinks that the people cut down the trees on the island because they needed the wood to
make the statues. They also needed a lot of space without trees to grow food.

But archaeologists Terry Hunt of the University of Hawaii and Carl Lipo of California State
University Long Beach don't agree with Jared Diamond. They say that it was possible to
move the statues with a small number of people and a system of ropes. José Tuki says, "I
want to know the truth, but maybe the moai are very special and powerful - so it's not a

good idea to know the truth”.
