When children and parents arrived at school in the small village of
Brownston yesterday morning, they were surprised to see the head
teacher standing outside the front of the school.

A storm the night
before had made school buildings unsafe, so the children were sent
home until further notice.

Justine Cram, a mother with two young children at the school,
