2. Explanation

When to use the Simple Present:

1. Habits and routines:

o | wake up at 7 AM every day.
2. General truths:

o Water boils at 100 degrees Celsius.
3. Schedules and fixed programs:

o The train leaves at 8 PM.

Form:

« Affirmative:
o Subject + base verb (+ "s" for third person singular).
o Example: | play the guitar. / She works in a bank.
« Negative:
Subject + do not (don’t) / does not (doesn’t) + base verb.
o Example: They don't live here. / He doesn't like coffee.
« Questions:
- Do/Does + subject + base verb?
o Example: Do you speak English? / Does she drive to work?
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Quick Reference Table:

SUBIJECT AFFIRMATIVE NEGATIVE INTERROGATIVE
1/You/We/They | work. | don't work. Do | work?
He/She/lt She works. She doesn’t work, Does she work?
