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The Great Pacific Garbage Patch is a collection of marine debris in the North Pacific Ocean. Marine
debris is litter that ends up in oceans, seas, and other large bodies of water.

For many people, the idea of a “garbage patch” conjures up images of an island of trash floating on
the ocean. In reality, these patches are almost entirely made up of tiny bits of plastic, called
microplastics. Microplastics can’t always be seen by the naked eye. Even satellite imagery doesn't
show a giant patch of garbage. The microplastics of the Great Pacific Garbage Patch can simply make
the water look like a cloudy soup.
